These educa-
tion authorities will send the teachers to Nkhatabay. So now its on you and the District Educational Manager 
(DEM) to validate our claim to get the two teachers assigned to Chipunga First Primary School.  

The names of the two teachers are: Mrs Patricia Silungwe and Mrs Annie Bandawe 

Please imagine that the teachers have selected Nkhatabay district because of our offer only! Without such an 
offer they would have applied for another school district for sure. On that set please act loyal and helpful to 
them. Please stress at all times our joint venture (CDC, FP School, GRACE, German Embassy, etc.) and 
your willing to get the EMANUEL teachers assigned to Chipunga First Primary if you talk to the DEM.
